On The Technique

The way in which partners connect with each other 
through their dance hold is one of the most important 
aspects of ballroom dancing. The leader has to be 
able to nonverbally signal his intention to direct the 
follower's path along the dance floor. In turn, the 
follower has to be able to clearly understand his 
lead so that she can respond accordingly. This article 
will highlight the importance of a good connection 
through toned arms. 

Arm connection refers to how actively both partner’s 
arms are connected with each other as sensed through 

their joined hands. The arms are an extension of the body that serves as a 
vital link between both dancers. In partner dancing, the arm's extension and 
retraction muscles need to be actively engaged. The applied forces through 
the arms have to be properly maintained to ensure a solid dance worthy 
connection between partners. The arms should not be tense but rather 
toned. They should be strong and yet still have a degree of flexibility. In 
point of fact there are many ways that partners connect through their arms, 
ranging from very loose to very tight. Either of these extremes can impair the 
lead and follow process. This point cannot be overstated. Both partners have 
to maintain sufficient arm tone in order to achieve an effective connection. 

An overly tight arm connection will hinder the lead and follow process because 
it creates excessive tension which leads to stiffness in the associated muscles 
and joints. For example, if the leader's left arm is tense, his left shoulder 
will likely become locked and thereby render him unable to move through 
the dance in a comfortable manner. This action will diminish his ability to 
effectively convey his intended lead. Conversely, a loose arm connection will 
not allow for adequate physical connection between partners and will also 
limit the potential to lead and follow. Sensitivity to the degree and direction of 
applied arm force allows dancers to respond quickly to minor variations of the 
connection through the joined hands throughout the dance. This will always 
result in a greater ability to lead and follow.

In many instances, dancers have their joined hands either pulled inward and 
away from their partner or pushed outward and toward their partner. This 
happens because the forces conveyed through the hands are incorrect. The 
general rule is to keep the joined hands at the ‘common center’ i.e., midway 
between you and your partner. Doing this requires a degree of compressive 

and tensile forces, i.e., pushing into your partner's hand and pulling the joined 
hands toward you respectively. The applied arm forces need to be constantly 
adjusted in real time. This requires enough sensitivity through the handhold to 
be able to continuously regulate the opposing arm forces throughout the dance 
in an effort to keep the joined hands at the common center comfortably. 

A good analogy can be made to a bicycle chain. An excessively tight chain 
can create unnecessary resistance that will require more effort. Conversely, 
a loose chain can slip over the sprocket and thereby fail to effectively transfer 
the applied forces to the sprocket. A properly tensioned chain will always 
allow for the most efficient transmission of the forces needed to propel the 
bicycle. The same concept can be used to illustrate a proper connection 
between partners through the use of good arm tone. If one partner applies 
excessive arm force, the other will have to counteract this with an equal and 
opposite force, thereby creating excessive arm tension for both partners. 
Conversely, a weak untoned arm, frequently referred to as a ‘noodle arm’ 
offers little or no connection potential in the dance hold. 

When tone in either dancer's arms is lost, it is nearly impossible for the leader to 
convey any lead signal to the follower. This puts both partners at an immediate 
disadvantage. In either scenario, an incorrect amount of arm force will disrupt 
lead and follow effectiveness. It is essential to apply equal amounts of arm 
force from toned arms in order to maintain the joined hands midway between 
partners. The arms should be positioned in front of the body with moderate 
applied force that is kept equally balanced with your partner. The forces within 
the arm connection should be maintained at approximately chest level. 

Volumes can be written on the importance of good arm tone and dance frame 
connection. The arms are an important part of how both partner’s frames 
link together. A relaxed and toned arm connection always allows for the 
greatest efficiency in partner dancing. In this manner, only minimal changes 
in arm forces are all that is needed to enjoy graceful partner dancing without 
creating fatigue.

Description: This class offers an opportunity to gain experience in social / ballroom dancing. It 
is an excellent choice for those looking to develop fundamental dance skills as well as building 
on previous experience. The instructor will break down all dance figures and combine them to 
form amalgamated routines. Best practice syllabus-based techniques in timing, feet positions, 
alignment, footwork, and lead and follow will be demonstrated. This class is suitable for first time 
dancers as well as those with previous experience. It is designed to build confidence and enhance 
social enjoyment on the dance floor. Social dancing gives you a more positive outlook on life! 

Enrollment with a partner is recommended; however, singles are welcome. Participants should 
wear comfortable clothes and leather bottom shoes or dance shoes. Sneakers or rubber bottom 
shoes are not recommended.

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I remember taking dance lessons in 
a beginner group class. A figure was 
illustrated without music and later 

with music. However, music was always played for the 
students, with disastrous results. Leaders rushed the 
partner to keep up with the music, not paying attention 
to how well their partner was dancing. The only thing 
that mattered was the leader finishing the pattern,

even if it was poorly executed and off beat from the 
music. The followers never had a chance, even if they 
memorized their steps. (Also, the leaders didn’t know 
what their partners were supposed to do, so it was 
impossible to lead them correctly. My teacher, Joe, 
once said, “If you don’t know what the follower is 
supposed to do, how can you lead the figure?”)

Joe never played music during our private lessons 
at the beginning. He knew he couldn’t teach figures 
and musicality simultaneously. He wanted me to 
concentrate on technique; collecting my weight after 
every step, ensuring he moved first, etc. (March 2025 
issue.) He also wanted me to feel his steps, not to think 
his steps. To break me of the very bad habit of not 
concentrating on my partner’s steps, he told me to 
call out the follower’s steps. When leading the walk to 
the cross, I always thought left, right, left, right.  Now, 
he wanted me to call out right, left, right, cross (the 
follower’s steps.) This opened up a new world of tango 
and a better and deeper understanding of leading. It 
was very difficult at first, but after my focus changed, 
it became easier. Thanks to three years of embodied 
yoga, I don’t think about my partner’s steps because I 
FEEL them. But not only steps. I now felt every pivot for 
ochos and when weight is collected after every boleo.
  
I remember stopping when Joe didn’t dance what I 
intended. I was fixated on everything that went wrong. 
(He emphasized to look at unintended consequences 
as an opportunity.) Some leaders stop dancing when 
there is an error and berate their followers. Joe taught 
me to keep going as if the unintended consequence is 
actually what I lead.

Learning technique, figures, and musicality can’t be 
taught simultaneously. For beginners, it’s better to 
deal with figures first and deal with musicality later by 
not playing music in classes. Concentration should be 
on understanding the figure. It took months for me to 
understand some figures. If you can't lead the figure 
without music, you definitely can't lead it to music. 
Music would have been a distraction.

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Sometimes life takes things away from us, and 
sometimes life just makes it clear that something we 
want is not meant to be. The latter leaves us with a 
choice – whether to hold on to that wanting, or to let it 
go. And choosing to let go of a desire can feel like an 
impossibly hard thing to do. 

When something isn’t working and we resist letting go, 
it’s usually because it is tied up with something that 
we love. Some part of this thing is indeed working very 
well! (Or at least bringing us comfort in some way.) 
And it’s all too easy to ignore the rest of what is true. 

Recently, I’ve been fighting this type of inner battle, 
trying to force myself to see the whole truth of a 
situation, and it’s been baffling to me - why is it so 
hard to just accept what is? And the very simple inner 
reply came: because I do not want to. Because I wish 
so deeply that things were different.

Like all my unresolved issues, I brought this seed of 
truth, unsprouted, to the dance floor, hoping it would 
germinate, take root, and grow into something that helps 
me become a better human tomorrow than I am today.  

This particular puzzle I was struggling with found 
fertile ground during a private dance lesson I had a 
few weeks ago. My teacher pointed out a movement 
habit that I wasn’t even aware of, and could barely 
even notice, even after he pointed it out. Eventually, I 
at least started to see what he was talking about. The 
trouble was, it didn’t feel from the inside, like it was 
showing up on the outside. 

Wouldn’t dancing be so much easier, if we simply 
appeared outwardly the way we felt inwardly? When 
we are in our most fluid, joyous, comfortable zone, 
wouldn’t it be amazing for that to translate to how 
others saw us, and how others could interact with us 
on the dancefloor?

The Dance Conversation

A Secret Lesson of Dance

Dancing is always a beautiful metaphor for life. It is 
such an intense internal experience and the external 
component of it shows up often quite differently than 
we intend or realize.

Contemplating my predicament – how to change an 
unconscious habit I’ve had for years, now well-worn 
into muscle memory, it dawned on me that this other 
situation I was struggling with had similar aspects. 

In both situations, what was objectively true from the 
outside, was not what it felt like from the inside. It can 
be quite shocking when these types of discrepancies 
become visible. How can something feel so right and 
true but still not be aligned? But I trust my teacher’s 
expertise and eye, and once I can accept that I’m not 
feeling what’s true, then the question can arise – how 
do I fix it?

But first, a quieter, more subtle question: do I even 
want to? 

Because fixing something like this is going to be hard. 
And I might not even be able to succeed in changing 
it. Knowing I’ve been doing something “wrong” for so 
long – has a level of shame that complicates matters 
too. Do I really want to face this and try? Maybe it’s 
fine to just leave it be. Do I care how I look in this 
dance? Is it really going to make a difference? And the 
scariest question of all – what other hidden patterns 
might I be holding on to? Do I even want to open this 
Pandora’s box?

For me, for now - the answer is yes. Because more 
than wishing it were easy, my desire to improve is what 
fuels me. Because I know this error of technique is 
holding me back from being a better dancer tomorrow 
than I was yesterday. I know that not accepting what 
is true in my other situation has been doing the same. 

I’m not beating myself up for any of this. I bring the 
best I can to each moment and until now, it seems this 
was the best I could be. But sometimes, after many 
years stuck in old patterns, something shifts and a 
light shines on places that are ready to grow. Maybe 
it’s the moon, maybe it’s the season, maybe it’s just a 
different, more ease-filled type of letting go.
